Continue through the rural countryside passing Shek Kong and Lam Chuen Valley.  Stop at the traditional rural market at Luen Wo.  Browse among colourful stalls piled high with dried fish, herbs and vegetables, fresh fruit and flowers - a pungent combination!  Next, it's a trip on to Sam Mun Tsai fishin village to see how local fisherfolk breed fish in submerged cages.  Finally, you'll return to the city via the new industrial town of Tai Po.
